The main idea of the study is to modernize the history of specialists training for the adults’ education as a
pedagogical phenomenon, which is determined by socio-political and socio-economic development of the country in a
particular period.

requirements for them were analyzed; the training system was shown; its organizational and didactic principles were
highlighted. It was proved that in the 1920s—1930s, the organization of professional training for adult education became
systematic and centralized i.e. public schools were opened for the professional training of teachers for adults, payment
for their work was introduced, and clear requirements for professional and personal qualities were determined; the
special curricula and educational-methodical literature were developed, the multi-level methodological work was
organized.

The research interest in the problem of the pupil’s personality agency is presented in the article from the point
of view of comparing the pedagogical ideas expressed by A. S. Makarenko and H. H. Vashchenko. The urgency of the
approach chosen is due to the fact that the strategies for interpreting pedagogical realities are considered in view of the
ideological component of the authors” views on the leading issues of education and educational policy as the most
controversial component. The purpose of the article is to present the results of the comparison between
A. S. Makarenko’s and H. H. Vashchenko’s views on the pupil’s agent nature in order to find conjunctiveness and (or)
disjunctiveness of their pedagogical discourse. It was proved that the unifying point for both teachers was the attention
to the issues of organizing the educational process and the relation of the system "man - society" as a fundamental
aspect of the theory and practice of education. There have been shown the differences in the value-sense context of the
authors’ understanding of the content of education. It is substantiated that the view on the goal and the ideal of
education is what determined the differences between Makarenko and Vashchenko in the light of the peculiarities of the
organization, mechanisms and technology of the implementation of the educational process. In the views on the pupil’s
personality and their activity in the assimilation of social experience and the importance of revealing the signs of agency
(indicating this only contextually), they were unanimous, although they assessed pupils in accordance with their own
vision of the role of personality in social life, the prospects of the personality’s life in certain / or self-selected conditions.
It is determined that in Makarenko’s and Vashchenko’s pedagogical ideas there is an indication of the possibility of
realization of the authorship of pupils’ own lives, of course, taking into account their vision of the image of society to
which the pupil must correspond, thus, along with other characteristics, outlining the content of his/her agency. Mostly
intellectual, less — personal.

The author highlights the activities of Esperanto office in the Ukrainian SSR (Kremenchug), which had dozens
of permanent correspondents from dozens of countries annually exchanged hundreds of letters and various printed
materials (books, pamphlets, periodicals, leaflets). Underlined the significant contribution esperkorivskyh correspondent
institutions (not just the office, but also small organizations) in the development of international robsilkorivskoho
movement.

The author studies the development of excursion activities in schools at the turn of the XIX and XX centuries.
He proves that in the late XIX - early XX century created a system of using excursion activities in education. He
describes methodical recommendations for creating excursions, which envisaged logistical and methodical preparation;
how the trips were organized and follow-up activities after completion of the excursions. The author analyzes state
policies, in particular, the policies introduced by the educational administration authorities regarding educational
excursions, and the attitude of the teaching community towards excursion activities at school. At the same time, he
identifies financial and organizational challenges that hindered the development of excursion among students. The
author concludes that a number of recommendations developed during the specified period could be successfully
implemented today.

The article is devoted to the problem of formation and development of foreign language teaching in higher
educational institutions. The author analyzes the existing periodizations of the development of foreign language
teaching in Poland and on their basis proposes the following stages of the development of foreign language teaching in
higher educational institutions of Poland: I (1919 -1939) - formation of methods of foreign language teaching; Il (end
of the1940s -1956) - institutionalization of foreign education with domination of the Russian language; 111 (1956 - end
of the 1980s) - renewal of teaching Western languages; 1V (beginning of the 1990s - beginning of the 2000s)-
reformation of foreign language education in accordance with European requirements; V (2005 - present)- adjustment
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of European requirements to foreign language education according to national curricula. Main events, documents and
organizations, that have influenced foreign language higher education in Poland, were covered. It was specified actual
approaches and methods in foreign language teaching in universities in Poland. Some peculiarities of organization of
foreign language proficiency of Bachelor students of full time were studied.
