The article considers complexity as a phenomenon in the theory and practice of Ukrainian Soviet pedagogy of the
1920s. Based on the analysis of primary sources and interpretative literature, the author interprets the concept of
complexity as polysemic, which includes: the general principle of the formation and programming of the content of
school education, the approach to the organization of educational environment, the system of organizing the content of
education and appropriate teaching methods.

The article covers the stage of development of ideas about the complex construction of the educational process in
school, analyzes each of the selected 3 stages; presents various approaches of Ukrainian teachers to complexation
(. Ivanytsia, O. Muzychenko, 1. Sokolianskyi, Y. Chepiga).

The author calls reflexology, psychotechnics and pedology the methodological principles of complexity, on the
basis of which the whole educational process in the school was built and the educational environment was organized.

It shows a significant impact of Russian approaches to the construction of the educational process on Ukrainian
educators. Attention is paid to the analysis of various types of measuring instruments of various activities of students
and the varieties of forms and methods by which complexity was realized, among them: Dalton plan, project method,
crew-laboratory and brigade methods, link system.The study traces the course of application of complexity and identifies
the reasons of its prohibition and consequences for the further development of school education.

The author focuses on the positive and negative aspects of the application of this phenomenon, classifying it as a
futuristic and idealistic project, which was defeated by external political and ideological interventions of the heads of
state and educational leaders in the sphere of constructing educational and educational processes; financial and
economic problems, lack of readiness of the overwhelming majority of teachers for introduction of innovative activity,
and lack of preparatory and explanatory work.

At the same time, the article emphasizes the positive innovative nature of the introduction of complexity, which
was based on the latest psychological theories of that time. It changed the educational paradigm of school activity
towards the child, her needs and interests with its thematic and differentiated construction of the educational process on
the basis of environmental, labor and activity approaches, applied new methods, forms and techniques based on activity,
creative search, research and experimentation. introduced various forms and methods of measuring the diverse activities
of pupils and so on. These developments have not lost their relevance to this day.

This article focuses on the theoretical reconstruction of the achievements of pedology as a science in its Ukrainian
dimension in the time interval of 1923-1937. The results of the main ways of studying pupils with an emphasis on the
issues of study and their practical purpose have been systematized and generalized through the analysis of scientific and
pedagogical works of Ukrainian pedagogues and pedagogues-practitioners of the 1920-1930s. Emphasizing such issues
as studying the budget of pupils’ time, reproductions of schoolchildren’s movements, social interests, children’s
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schedule of work and rest, preventing their fatigue, improving their ability to work, introducing methods for objective
assessment of pupils” knowledge and skills, influence of home conditions on pupils’ achievement, etc., the author proves
that the results of pedological research were used in the process of drawing up pupils’ character references (profiles). It
was stated that most of the publications were of practical nature and covered the results of various pedological studies
aimed at improving educational process at school.

The article contains diagrams, samples of pedagogical and pedological profiles and requirements to their contents
and methods of drawing them up.

It was proved that pedagogical and pedological profiles had common components related to the general
information about the pupil, his training, mental development, psychological qualities, unique aspects of health, living
conditions in the family, socio-political orientation of the person, attitude to work, execution of public duties. The main
difference of a pedagogical profile from a pedological one is the emphasis on the class orientation of the pupil and more
attention to his success and behavior.

Moreover, it was emphasized that the defeat of pedagogical science, as a result of the resolutions of the Party
from 4 July 1936, “On Pedological Distortions in the System of People’s Commissariats of Education”, negatively
influenced the process of studying pupils by a teacher with further compilation of a pedagogical profile.

Finally, it was emphasized that the term “psychological and pedagogical profile” was introduced into the
scientific vocabulary by the Soviet psychologist Sergei Rubinshtein in 1935 in the article “Psychological and
Pedagogical Profiles of Primary and Secondary School Pupils”, which defined the main directions of studying the pupil
and drawing up his profiles in the decades to come.

Firstly, the necessity of constitution of pedagogical biography as a separate branch (direct subdiscipline) of
historical and pedagogical science is substantiated in the article. Through the prism of scientific discourse, it turns out
its subject field, status, the main components and attributes, cognitive capabilities and other characteristics.

The purpose of the article in the context of the scientific discourse of the subject field is to clarify the status, the
main components and attributes of pedagogical biography as a separate branch of historical and pedagogical science.

Secondly, the article reveals that the object of pedagogical biography is the pedagogical personality in the
diversity of its connections with the socio-cultural environment of a certain historical time, the unity of its individual
and social, reflected in the life path and process and the results of social activity and creative work. The main structural
components of this object are defined and characterized in the article. Among them are: a complex of external socio-
political and socio-cultural factors; psychophysiological features and qualities of the person; person’s path in all its
completeness and uniqueness; spheres and directions of social activity; the role and meaning of a person in the history of
education, pedagogical thought, the implementation of social projects.

It states that the subject of pedagogical biographies outlines the scientific and theoretical foundations and the
process of organizing the study of pedagogical personalities. Its definition should answer three basic questions: “Who to
explore?” “How to explore?” “Where are the boundaries of biographical knowledge?”.

Furthermore, the article proposes definition of pedagogical biography as a separate branch (subdiscipline) of
historical and pedagogical science. This definition is based on a special conceptual categorical apparatus, scientific
research tools, relevant source base, scientific and historiographical works, and Pedagogical biography studies
pedagogical personalities as integral phenomena with an emphasis on their vital path, creative heritage, vocational
education and public-educational activities, and clarifying the role and significance of the development of pedagogical
thought.

To conclude, they should develop pedagogical biography on the interdisciplinary basis, involving close
interconnections with different branches of pedagogical science and humanities. That is why this particular complex
problem should be the subject of a special study.

Oleksandrovych Kulish as a teacher, an enlightener, an editor, a publisher, a scientist and an active public man.

The author exposes the content and the direction of pedagogical, scientific and elucidative activity of P. Kulish;
gives general pedagogical ideas; describes educational and elucidative character of the teacher’s literary heritage;
analyses the content of the textbooks written by Panteleimon Kulish.

For Panteleimon Kulish the solution of the problem of the publication of Ukrainian-language books has become a
separate direction of his scientific and pedagogical activity. He understood well that the only means of national self-
awareness and the spread of literacy among the population is a native-language book created on a national basis. This
book is most effective at the moral and ethical level and develops student’s mental abilities. The creation of textbooks and
books in Ukrainian became an important task of the enlightener.

Non-popular historical and pedagogical documents give more complete description of Panteleimon Kulish’s
personality as a teacher, an enlightener and a public man. The basic results of the research can be used in the teaching of
history of pedagogics at the level of writing modern textbooks and in subsequent scientific, historical and pedagogical
researches.

The article deals with Serhii Shelukhin, a member of the National Liberation Movement in Ukraine, a member of
the Central Council, the general judge of the UPR, the Minister of Justice in the Government of the Central Council,
the Minister of Justice in the Government of the Directory, a member of the delegation of the UPR to the Parisian world
of a scientist, lawyer, and patriot of Ukraine. In domestic historiography, there are already a number of studies that
cover the way of life, the genealogy of Sergei Shelukhin, his scientific and cardinal successes that take part in the
national governments of Ukraine. Actual and necessary for further study of the process of Serhii Shelukhin’s analysis in
terms of discussing and constructing Ukrainian is state-building. In his numerous works based on international law, he
substantiates the formation of Ukraine as a sovereign state in the ethnic boundaries of the residence of its titular
nation — Ukrainians. Shelukhin calls for appeals to folk songs and music in an upgraded school to educate a new
generation of Ukrainians responsible for the future of our state. He believed that the values of musical folklore coincided
with the educational task of the modern Ukrainian society that was modernized. The appointment of his life Serhii
Pavlovych Shelukhin saw in the service of his people and Ukraine. Love in Ukrainians sounds in every work of a
scientist-citizen. He wrote the article “Our Song” in the most fruitful period of state-building work, at the time of the
Hetmanate, being a general judge. For him, Ukraine, its culture, education were above all else.

The article is devoted to the study of the educational process and the peculiarities of teacher training in the
Tulchin Diocesan Women'’s College (1864-1918). The main emphasis is on revealing the characteristic features of the
organization and content of education, the identification of areas (religious-moral, labor, physical, aesthetic and
sanitary-hygienic), the education of girls students, analysis of the professional formation of home teachers and teachers
for parish and zemstvos schools in the region. Particular attention is paid to the characteristics of the management and
teaching staff, the material base of the institution. The article reveals that the base for the pedagogical practice of
students was a one-class female church parochial school, in which pupils deepened and consolidated theoretical
knowledge, learned to apply them in educational work with pupils. The school made it possible for senior students to get
acquainted with essential teaching methods and to be sure of their professional skills.

Reconstruction of the educational process was carried out on the basis of the study of record keeping
documentation of the college, historical and statistical reports of the Podolsk province, and the materials of the Tulchin
Museum of Local Lore.

The conclusion is that the Tulchin Diocesan Women'’s College became an important part of the education system
in Podillia in the second half of the XIXth and early XXth centuries.

A promising direction for further scientific research is the detailed analysis of the forms and methods of teaching
in this institution of education, comparison with various types of women’s educational institutions of Podillia, as well
as the possibility of their use in the context of modernization of modern education.

The paper covers the information on organizational and content principles of school education reform in the
USSR during the early Soviet period (1919-1931) and suggests a bibliographic list of historiography and sources on the
mentioned issue. Sources and papers of historiographical character presented in the bibliographic list and introduced
into the academic space may become a source base for historical and educational research in writing the history of
secondary education in Ukraine in the 1920s.

The suggested bibliographic list reflects an onward pedagogical thought starting from falsification of education
phenomena under the communist totalitarian regime and up to reconsideration of papers and documents regarding the
development of the Soviet education through the prism of the national history. The list is useful for history of education
researchers and those who take part in the current reform of educational space. Nowadays it is very important to study
the problem of school education reform through the prism of historiography and source study since they provide with a
profound knowledge and suggest new methodological approaches of historical and educational science under conditions
of the development of a new Ukrainian school and implementation of the 2017 Law of Ukraine on education.

In the article on the basis of theoretical study of scientific approaches the essence of the concept of “teaching the
foreign language of future teachers of non-language specialties” as an integral part of the system of higher pedagogical
education is disclosed. The analysis of the definitions of “education”, “future teacher professional training”, “foreign
language”, “foreign language teacher”, “foreign language teaching” is defined to determine the essence of the concept of
“teaching the foreign language of future teachers of non-language specialties”.

It was found out that scholars mainly interpreted the training of a teacher in the broad sense as an integral part
of the system of higher pedagogical education. Comparison of individual research definitions allowed the author to
notice that scholars define professional training for future teachers as a professional training of students, reflecting the
process of gaining their knowledge, skills and abilities. Besides, having analyzed the essence of the concepts of “teacher”
and “foreign language”, the author concluded that “teacher of a foreign language” is a pedagogical profession in the
system of education, the purpose of which is to study and develop the language culture of students by the content and
means of a foreign language.

On the basis of the theoretical study of scientific approaches to the disclosure of the basic concepts of the problem
under investigation, it was found that the concept of “foreign languages teacher training of non-native specialties” is
considered as a process of interaction between future teachers of non-native specialties and teachers of foreign
languages, the result of which is the ability of students to use foreign languages in everyday communication and
professional activities.

The current trends in the development of the educational industry in modern conditions contribute to rapid and
irreversible changes in the field of organization of the educational process. Hence, the ideas of the universality of
educational activity, in particular, the ability to provide educational and educational process not only in the space of the
school, but in the institutions of culture, among which the museum institutions occupy a prominent place, are getting
more and more widespread.

The author of the article reveals the methodological principles of organizing a modern class in the museum’s
space.
